▼ TIPS FROM ALICE©  
In addition to a spacer, I’ve been double matting my pastels because I like the way they look, and I have discovered an added benefit. The mats are less apt to get problematic pastel dust on them. It seems that the particles fall first on the under mat and don’t get stuck between the top mat and the glazing where they can be difficult, if not impossible to dislodge without removing the frame. If the particles are just on the lower mat, I can simply raise the end of the frame and tap on the glazing until they fall off onto the pastel. Then I slowly tip the frame upright until the pastel particles roll down beneath the mat and onto the spacer where they belong.
